Bogolan is a traditional dyeing technique from Mali
that uses boggo or clay as primary dye material. The
clay is usually applied on cotton cloth. Bogo/an is a
Bamanan word which is often wrongly translated

in English as “mud cloth.” In fact, wet clay not
mud is actually used. The traditional bogolan includes
colored dyes ranging from reddish brown, kaki and
ochre. These dyes are primarily derived from local
plants. Bogo/an is the clothing of choice of traditional
hunters in Mali. It said that they actually created
this technique to use the smell and the color of

Mali’s traditional textile technique uses bogo, wet clay or mud,
as a dye on cotton cloth that has been previously dyed with nat-
ural plant pigments. Bamana hunters in southern Mali favored
bogolan clothing because the smell and earth colors of the
cloth was thought to be effective camouflage as well as spititu-
ally protective.
